What will be doing? 
As part of our continuing works 

ahead of the construction of the 

railway we need to undertake 

some further work in your area. 

These works will consist of:  

• Set up a site compound 

with traffic signage  

• Fencing 

• Ancient woodland 

translocation  

Site compound  
A site compound will be set up 

off Calvert Road Bridge to 

accommodate the works. The 

compound will be used for 

welfare vehicles, staff car parking 

and the site storage of machinery 

and materials for the workforce 

completing all the works. The site 

will be secured with 24/7 security 

and have temporary low-level 

lighting.  

 

Access to the site will be off the 

A41, Gawcott Road and Werner 

Terrace. Temporary verge access 

signage will be installed on the 

highway verge approaching the 

entrance to the site along this 

route. These will be on standard 

signage A-Frames and secured 

with ballasted sandbags which 

will be placed on the roadside 

verges. These will be in place for 

the duration of the works.  

Install boundary fencing  
Temporary fencing will be 

erected around the site whilst we 

carry out the works. Deer proof 

fencing will be installed to protect 

the new woodland area. 

Public rights of way 
To undertake these works we will 

need to close 3 public rights of 

way. These are located at 

Sheephouse Wood, Decoypond 

Wood and Calvert landfill site. 

They will be diverted and signage 

will be visible around the area.   
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Ancient woodland translocation  
Ancient woodlands are extremely important for the 

environment,. Typically they are areas that have been 

continuously wooded since 1600 AD and provide complex 

and unique ecosystems. 

The aim of ancient woodland translocation is to create a 

woodland that replicates as much as possible the 

characteristics of ancient woodland, acknowledging that it 

will never be possible to directly compensate for ancient 

woodland loss. 

Suitable receptor sites have been chosen to allow this. We 

are working with a team of experienced habitat 

translocation contractors to ensure that protected 

species, deadwood habitats and the unique flora 

associated with these environments are translocated 

successfully.  

A feasibility study has been undertaken which is informed 

by site surveys carried out by experienced woodland 

surveyors.  During this process the team has identified 

woodland items such as deadwood, coppice stools and 

saplings that are to be translocated to the new site. Soil 

has been collected for seed bank trials in nursery 

conditions.  The site is now to be cleared of trees and 

vegetation and the pre-identified key woodland items are 

to be translocated.  Soil is then excavated and transferred 

to the receptor site.  The new site will then be monitored 

and managed.  

The work is undertaken by a European protected species 

translocation subcontractor and is completed in 

compliance with notifications and licences with The 

Woodland Trust and Natural England. 

The works in your area are due to take place during the 

autumn 2020
