Groundwater that is already there will be diverted to the river Ray.  This links into the sewage system that the prison already uses.  The new site in the north will be served by a different sub station and they have already paid for this to go ahead.  PG maybe this is the incinerator?  RY he didn’t say.  The new prison will be run by a private company, he didn’t know who.  5.2 metre fence will be installed around the whole prison.  The building design has been changed slightly to fit in with the area.

I did ask for a footpath but can’t see one has been put in.  I met with the traffic person from Bucks Council, he said that the traffic lights can come down, but they are still there.  There has been news about a new gentleman in charge of HS2, this doesn’t affect the Calvert bridge works, the Gawcott road should be open end of September. The bridge on the Twyford road and the Calvert bridge further down from the original Calvert bridge has been stopped.  On the EWR side they have been running trins, so looks operational as far as infrastructure.  PG still no answer on the change of wording on the mitigation fund.  If they don’t allow changes we need to think about what projects we could do.
