Will we be covering the letter from the department of justice? PG yes under Mega Prison.  TH post on Facebook has resulted in a few of the properties that have overgrown hedges / over- hanging trees cutting them.  Still some hedges and trees obstructing the pavements, TH to send letters to residents.
Update from Cllr Mahon
Helping hands has now gone and it is now a Crisis and resilience fund, the Government has given us the same amount of money but it is now for a lot more things, so spread more thinly.  S106 in Central and North bucks will not exist soon.  So, in essence anything new over 10 units will be subject to SIL, S106 money was purely designed for recreation only.  SIL can be used for anything ie buying assets, repairing roads, anything that mitigates the build.  If you have no made Neighbourhood Plan you will get 15% SIL if you have a Neighbourhood Plan you will get 25%.  Over 400 + units it will revert back too S106.  One thing that will impact residents over the next few months will be that sometime in July/Aug the temporary road will be closed for 4 weeks to complete the Steeple Claydon end of the bridge.  I have emailed strongly objecting to the closure. I have asked if they can do it in the school holidays.  The Cabinet member has said this is sensible and Chris James has said they will look at it.  There is still no end date at Calvert so a two-week pushback will not impact their work.  Greg Smith’s office is looking at the traffic lights on the bridge.  Addison Road bridge cracked within a year.  I have had a resident raising a concern of the speed traffic come up Werner Terrace.  Steeple Claydon have won some funds from the road safety fund for traffic calming at the Co-op.  The local area technicians have now gone and they are now Highway engineers; they do have more power than LATs.  We and other Councillors including Parish have discussed Fix my street, we have a group of Councillors on a working group to produce a report on how to make it better.  CB why is the Gawcott road that was resurfaced last year and now being dug up?  Surely the work being done should have been done before the resurfacing?  Cllr Mahon, this was not on the schedule at the time.  TH to email Cllr Mahon the date of Calvertfest.
